BUBBA WATSON HEAD U.S CHALLENGE AT ST ANDREWS

ST ANDREWS, August 11, 2025 – Three victorious Major Champions will be at St Andrews in October, each hoping to become the first American golfer to win the Alfred Dunhill Links Championship.

Brooks Koepka, Dustin Johnson and Bubba Watson are among the strong international field which will tee off on three of the greatest Links courses in the world, culminating in the final day on the Old Course, the Home of Golf. 

Koepka, winner of two US Opens and three US PGA Championships, said: “I’ve been fortunate to play in several Dunhill Links, as well as two Open Championships at St Andrews over the years, and these trips are always highlights.”

He is already a winner in Scotland. In the early years of his career, he played in Europe and in 2013 won automatic promotion to the European Tour after winning the Scottish Hydro Challenge at Spey Valley, when he was just 23.

Koepka says he has happy personal memories of the Alfred Dunhill Links. He has played four times and was runner-up in the Team Championship in 2014. 

“The atmosphere on and off the course at the Dunhill is fantastic,” he says.  “I was able to play with my father one year and my good friend and caddie, Ricky Elliott, the other.  Those two weeks will always be very special to me. I love Links golf and St Andrews is my favourite course in the world.”

Dustin Johnson, winner of the 2016 US Open and the 2020 Masters, played in the 2011 and 2012 Alfred Dunhill Links, partnering his brother Austin in the Team Championship.

Koepka and Johnson will be joined by two-time Masters champion Bubba Watson, who will be playing in the Championship for the first time.

He said: “I’ve heard lots about the event and I’m really looking forward to playing. St Andrews is one of the most special and historic golfing locations in the world and Carnoustie is one of the greatest Open Championship courses. Everyone tells me Kingsbarns is one of the most spectacular layouts, so I think we are in for a great week.”

England’s Tyrrell Hatton will be back at St Andrews to defend his Alfred Dunhill Links title, with the goal of becoming the first ever golfer to win the Championship four times. 

Hatton sank a four-foot putt for a birdie three on the 18th to beat Belgium’s Nicolas Colsaerts last year, after the two had been locked together all day in a tense battle. It meant he added another victory to his back-to-back Dunhill successes in 2016 and 2017. 

The Alfred Dunhill Links Championship is a celebration of Links golf, played over the Old Course St Andrews, Carnoustie and Kingsbarns, from October 2 – 5. 

With a prize fund of US$5 million, the Alfred Dunhill Links incorporates two separate competitions - an Individual Professional tournament for the world's leading golfers and the Team Championship in which the professionals are paired with amateur golfers which creates a unique atmosphere.

Among the golfers who have graced the fairways over the years as well as Koepka, Johnson and Hatton are Major Championship winners such as Rory McIlroy, Padraig Harrington, Shane Lowry, Matt Fitzpatrick, Ernie Els, Justin Rose, Sir Nick Faldo, Louis Oosthuizen and Martin Kaymer. Other popular golfers to have played are 2022 winner Ryan Fox, Tommy Fleetwood and Americans Billy Horschel and Tony Finau.

This is the 40th year that Alfred Dunhill has supported golf at St Andrews – first in the Alfred Dunhill Cup from 1985, then in the Alfred Dunhill Links Championship from 2001. 

For the first three days entry is FREE, tickets are not needed. Only tickets for the final day, Sunday, October 5, on the Old Course, need to be purchased.  To purchase tickets, visit: https://www.alfreddunhilllinks.com/tickets/
